FOLLOW-UP COMMITTEE OF THE SECOND ISLAMIC CONFERENCE OF MINISTERS
OF TOURISM PROPOSES A PERMANENT SETUP TO ADDRESS ISSUES OF TOURISM

The Meeting of the Follow-up Committee
of the Second Islamic Conference of
Ministers of Tourism was held in Kuala
Lumpur, Malaysia, on 5-6 September 2002.
It was attended by senior officials from
Ministries of Tourism in twenty member
countries as well as representatives of the
General Secretariat of the OIC and its
related subsidiary, specialised and affiliated
organs. Mr. Nabil Md. Dabour, Chief of
Social Research Section, representbd
Centre at the Meeting to which he submitted
a working paper entitled “Problems and
Prospects of  Sustainable  Tourism
Development in the OIC Countries with
Special Reference to Ecotourism”.

At the Inaugural Session, a welcome
speech was made by Mr. Shahril bin Saat,
Deputy Secretary-General, Ministry of
Culture, Arts and Tourism, Malaysia.
Then, the OIC Assistant Secretary General
for Economic Affairs, H.E. Nabika Diallo,
took the floor and read the message of H.E.
the Secretary General in which He stated
that the main objective of the Meeting was
to propose means and modalities, as well
as some practical measures, for the
implementation of the Kuala Lumpur
Programme of Action to be presented to
the Third Islamic Conference of Ministers
of Tourism scheduled to be held in Riyadh,
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, on 6-9 October
2002.

H.E. Hon. Datuk Paduka Abdul Kadir bin
Sheikh Fadzir, Minister of Culture, Arts and
Tourism of Malaysia, delivered an
inaugural address in which he said that there
was a need to have a common vision to

The Meeting, thereafter, divided into three
parallel Sessions to discuss the three main
areas of co-operation in tourism elaborated
in the Kuala Lumpur Programme of Action,
namely Tourism Facilitation, Tourism
Marketing, and Research and Training.

The end results of the deliberations were
elaborated in three matrices and attached as
annexes to the Final Report of the Meeting
which was adopted by the Committee for
consideration by the Third Islamic
Conference of Ministers of Tourism.
